How to use Grange Garden Health Cow Manure:

Planting in the garden:

 a.  Select a suitable site with adequate sunlight and 
moisture for plant varieties to be planted.

 b. Rake area, remove weeds and grass.

 c.  Apply the desired amount of Grange Garden Health 
Cow Manure to the growing area and turn into soil.

 d.  For best results leave treated soil for around a 
fortnight to allow it to breakdown and activate.

 e.  Dig hole 2 x width and 1.5 x height of the root ball  
of the plant.

 f.  Remove plant from container taking care not to 
overly disturb the root system. Position the plant in 
the centre of the planting hole, making sure the root 
ball is below ground level. Back fill the remaining 
area. Water plant to settle the planting area.
