APPLICATION RATES AND 
DIRECTIONS FOR GYPSUM:

Garden Beds and Lawn Areas

  200 to 500 grams per square 
metre of gypsum can be applied 
to established garden beds and  
lawn areas by broadcasting.  
For best results on garden beds, 
lightly work into soil around 
plants by tilling or raking,  
being careful not to disturb 
shallow roots. On established 
lawns, broadcast and water 
well. Spiking or aeration prior  
to application will enhance 
results. We recommend 
applications of Grange Garden 
Health Gypsum at least once 
a year. Although splitting 
annual applications (into half 
applications) on existing  
areas will bring better results.

Working into soil

  Approximately 400 to 500 grams 
per square metre can be worked 
into existing soil by digging 
and raking. This is the ideal 
way to use natural gypsum as 
it works best when applied into 
soil. It can be safely applied 
immediately prior to planting 
garden beds, shrubs or new 
lawn areas.
